(also available — Three Year-Round Walks, a Bike, and a Swim)

DATES: Friday, November 14 — Sunday, November 16, 2025
SPONSOR: York White Rose Wanderers, AVA-236

SANCTIONED BY: This event is sanctioned by the American Volkssport Association
(AVA), a member of the International Federation of Popular Sports. This event
counts towards the acquisition of IVV Achievement awards.

PROCEDURE: AVA policy requires that every participant, fee or non-fee, sign the
insurance waiver and obtain a numbered start card, which is stamped at control
points along the course. At the Finish, the validated card is turned in and IVV books
are stamped for official credit, if the credit fee has been paid. The trail may be walked
a second time on the same day using the same start card at no additional cost.
